* Timothy's exact age isn't given, but we know that Paul had to encourage him not to allow
others to look down upon him as he brought reform to the church in Ephesus. Paul writes, “Let
no one despise you for your youth, but set the believers an example in speech, in conduct, in love, in
faith, in purity” (1 Timothy 4:12).

e Timothy still needed instruction even well into his ministry. This point is evident in the mere
fact that Paul had to send him the letter of 1st Timothy. "/ hope to come to you soon, but | am
writing these things to you so that, if | delay, you may know how one ought to behave in the
household of God, which is the church of the living God, a pillar and buttress of the truth." Timothy
3:14-15

Timothy genuinely cared for people
e Sincerely Cares: “give one's thought to a matter, seek to promote one's interests.”
e Timothy could be depended upon to have a real concern about the welfare of the Philippians.
e Pays a price: A person who cares for others may be unappreciated but they don't give up
Timothydid not seek his own way, but only the Kingdom
e Paul lamented that others seek their own instead the Kingdom
e Others deserted him on ministry assignments. Demas has deserted me because he loves the
things of this life and has gone to Thessalonica. Crescens has gone to Galatia, and Titus has gone to
Dalmatia. 2 Timothy 4:10 (NLT)
